THE SUN—-BEWARE!

If the sun is shining, stand so thet it does not shine
directly on the front of your camers. I[ you ame
forced o face the sun, ask someons (o hold a hot or
wother suitable ohject i'u.ﬁ] above the cameran o that &
whadew [ cast over the lens, Alio, I it b necessnry o
face the sun, keep it hidden behind something in the
pleture—such s an over-hanging tree beanch. This,
if earcfully arrungecd, will produce o wserlking effect.
